- Severe Diarrhea

 Vomiting

 Abdominal Pain

- In babies and young children under 5years old
- Rotavirus symptoms can last up to 8 days

« Some recent studies have showed that the virus can spread
through air droplets, which make the spread of the infection
easier

Who is at risk of getting infected with Rotavirus?

« All children get infected with Rotavirus at least once before
they reach 5 years of age.

« Babies between 6-24 months of age are at higher risk of
sufering from rotavirus infection and complications that
may even lead to death.

« Rotavirus infection kills the child every minute

How can children be protected from Rotavirus infection?

« Vaccination is considered to be the best way to prevent se-
vere diarrhea and vomiting due to Rotavirus.

- Early Protection against Rotavirus is necessary as young ba-
bies are most likely to suffer from severe infection.

- The Rotavirus vaccine is given by mouth to children younger
than 6 months of age.
